GUN SHOW DEC 3RD & 4TH

NATIONAL CONCEALED CARRY
RECIPROCITY MAY BE A REALITY!

Four bills that have been languishing in con-
gress for many months may become active after in-
auguration day. One senate and three house bills
that seek to provide concealed carry reciprocity for
carrying a concealed defensive firearm across the
nation. These bills most certainly would have been
vetoed by Obama if they would have been passed by

congress.

S. 498 by John Cornyn of Texas would respect the
rights on those licensed to carry a concealed firearm in their
home state would allow them to carry in any other state that
does not prohibit concealed carry.

H.R. 923 by Rep. Marlin Stutzman is a house com-
panion bill to s. 498.

H.R. 986 by Rep Richard Hudson would allow any
person with a concealed carry permit to carry in any state that
does not prohibit concealed carry. The bill also provides pro-
tection for permit holders against states that violate the intent
of the bill.

H.R. 402 by Rep. Rich Nugent would allow any per-
son licensed to carry a concealed firearm to carry in any state
that does not prohibit concealed carry.

There are minor differences in the bills with some
allowing any person licensed to carry may carry in another
state and one bill states the person must be licensed in his
home state.

A provision if H.R. 486 provides licensee protection
against those states that would ignore federal law and the con-
stitutional right to bear arms.

\What are the goals of State Y.E.S.? The main goals of this program are to give these students the opportunity to develop an aware-
ness and desire to participate in all levels of government, learn about their state's unique heritage and history, and obtain a better un-
derstanding of volunteer organizations and how young citizens can become involved in serving their communities.

\What happens at the state summits8tudents spend four days in the state capital visiting with legislative and political leaders, and
learning about their state's history by touring museums and historical sites. In addition, students are introduced to various career op-

portunities, relating directly or indirectly to their interest in firearms, such as law enforcement or military service. Careers in wildlife
and conservation are also included within this scope. Students also practice their public speaking and debate skills through carefully

designed group exercises.

How is a State Y.E.S. fundedFunding for the program comes primarily through grants from each state's State Fund Committee.
Funding may also be secured through state associations, local businesses and other sponsors or donors. The end result is that students
attend Y.E.S. free of charge, though they are required to cover their own transportation costs to and from the program.
