This Saturday, May 12th, will be our first Sporting Clay shoot of our 2018 season. Registration starts at
8:30 a.m., and the shooting starts at 9:00 a.m.

The cost for 100 targets is $23.00. There is also a $7.00 day use fee for those who are not park members
(a family membership is $70.00 per year)

This year we have purchased two new clay throwers, which will both be at station #1.They are the tilting
models, that throw those "curveball" targets.

We have also outfitted 5 of our stations with new remote controls. These Longrange Inc. remotes allow
the shooter to decide if they want to shoot their targets as a "true pair" (both targets at once), or as a
following/report pair (one target at a time). Shoot them however you want. All we ask is that you only
shoot 10 targets at each station, enjoy yourself while you are out there.

We think this will be a plus to our newer shooters, younger shooters, and even some of our
"seasoned" (me included!) shooters whose eyes might not be as good as they once were.

We will also have someone at station #1 this Saturday to show you how the new remotes work.

There will still be 5 (or more) stations that throw both targets at once. We hope to have the rest of the
stations using these new remotes by next year.
